Managed by NOAA’s Office of National Marine Sanctuaries, Monitor National Marine Sanctuary 
was designated in 1975 to protect the wreck of the famed Civil War ironclad USS Monitor, which 
sank during a storm 16 miles off Cape Hatteras, North Carolina in 1862.
